DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed to support internationally trained architects, engineers and associated technical professionals at CLB 5 or above to enhance their oral English skills in order to thrive in their chosen profession. Students are required to complete independent activities and assignments for this course outside class time. 
LENGTH:

· 48 hours (8 weeks) of classroom instruction
LEARNING OUTCOMES (OBJECTIVES):

· Be clearer and more effective in verbal interchanges (in person and on the telephone) with colleagues, bosses, employees and clients
· Have developed their negotiation, discussion, interview and presentation skills
· Be able to implement complex verbal instructions, and better understand abstract and conceptual language
· Have improved their ability to explain numerical, structural and conceptual ideas
· Have done individual planning and preparation to widen their professional networks
